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Introduction

La description suivante, de ce qu'on pourrait
appeler la "lecture partagée”, donne des indices tres
importants sur les étapes a franchir pour parvenir a
lire un texte écrit.

M. Smith a appris tout seul a "lire" les lettres
de l'alphabet russe, mais il n'a pas eu le temps
d'apprendre a parler le russe. M. Smirnoff, quant a
lui, a toujours parlé le russe mais n'a jamais appris
a le lire. Un beau jour, M. Smirnoff recoit une lettre
d'un parent éloigné en Russie. La lettre est rédigée
en caractéres cyrilliques et M. Smirnoff est incapable
de la déchiffrer. Il la montre alors & M. Smith, qui
est incapable de la comprendre. Mais tout finit
par s'arranger: M. Smith lit les mots a haute voix, M.
Smirnoff les reconnait et les interpréte et les deux
hommes sont trés contents.

La question qui se pose est celle-ci: “Lequel, de
Smith ou de Smirnoff, est celui qui lit?" |l est clair
que, pour maitriser parfaitement une langue, il faut
pouvoir combiner avec aisance les deux domaines
qui étaient "partagés" entre Smith et Smirnoff.
C'est justement dans cette optique que la Méthode
Pimsleurapprend alire de fagon totalement originale.

On peut définir la lecture de la fagon suivante:
"I'acte de decoder des signes graphiques afin d'en
déterminer le message”. Autrement dit, I'acte de lire
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consiste a revenir a la parole par I'intermédiaire des
signes graphiques qui la représentent. Chaque texte
ecrit contient la possibilité de sons, de mots articulés,
mais seuls ceux qui possedent des notions de la
langue telle qu'elle est parlée pourront proposer des
solutions quantalafaconde prononcer correctement
ces mots. Le fait de parler la langue constitue donc
la premiére étape nécessaire si I'on veut accéder
a une lecture de cette langue qui soit pourvue de
sens. Les lecons de lectures contenues dans ce livre
constituent la deuxieme étape; elles ont été congues
pour vous aider a associer aux lettres de |'alphabet
anglais des sons et des variantes de ces sons.

La premiere partie de cette méthode, Anglais,
comporte vingt-deux lecons de lecture. Elles sont
enregistrées a la fin de chaque lecon & partir de la
lecon 9: vous pourrez eégalement les trouver réunies
en fin de cours, apres les lecons parlées. Vous pouvez
entreprendre ces lecons de lecture 3 un moment
propice, soit apres avoir terminé plusieurs des lecons
parlées, soit dans leur intégralité en fin de cours.
Notez toutefois que les lecons de lecture contiennent
des mots et expressions empruntées a la totalité du
cours, ainsique des mots nouveaux. Pour cette raison,
il serait peut-étre préférable et plus avantageux de
terminer les lecons avant de commencer les lectures.
Vous trouverez des instructions détaillées sur la facon
de procéder au début de chaque lecon.
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En faisant les exercices, n'oubliez pas que
I'anglais est une langue tres irréguliere, qui
comprend de nombreuses exceptions et que les
indications données au cours des lecons reflétent les
tendances générales et non des regles infaillibles.
Néanmoins, au fur et 8 mesure que votre vocabulaire
s'étoffera, vous remarquerez que ces exceptions
vous poseront de moins en moins de problémes.
Vous commencerez a reconnaitre certains mots et a
les percevoir comme des "tout"”, ce qui éliminera le
besoin de les décoder en les pronongant lettre par
lettre. Travaillez a votre rythme, en n'hésitant pas a
répéter une lecon jusqu'a ce que vous ayez acquis
la confiance nécessaire pour passer a la suivante.
Un peu d'effort et de persévérance et vous lirez
I'anglais en un rien de temps!
